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Bishop McDevitt High School
Town Hall Meetings Announced

A series of four Town Hall Meetings has been announced by the Future Use
Committee of Bishop McDevitt High School. The purpose of the meetings will be to
gather community input regarding needs and concerns for future use of the property at
2200 Market Street, Harrisburg once the Catholic High School relocates to a new 86-acre
campus along Spring Creek Road, near Page Road, in Lower Paxton Township.

The Town Hall Meeting schedule is segmented into four primary interest groups
from which the committee wishes to gather input. The first meeting is for the Bellevue
Park community, the neighborhood that the current facility is a part of. It will be held on
April 14, 2009 at 7 p.m. in the Bellevue Park Community Center. The second meeting is
intended for alumni and parents of current and prospective future students of the school.
It will be held on May 11, 2009 at 7 p.m. at Bishop McDevitt H.S. Input from the
Business community and the general public will be solicited on May 28, 2009 at 6 p.m.
and from Governmental leaders on June 3, 2009 at 1 p.m. Both of those meetings will
also be at Bishop McDevitt H.S.

“We’re proud to be gathering momentum in our process to build our new high
school,” said Fr. Edward Quinlan, Secretary for Education for the Diocese. “It is through
the impressive commitment of all on our committees that we can look forward with so
much optimism.”

The relocation of Bishop McDevitt High School is currently in Phase II or
the Schematic Design process. As part of this phase, three committees were created, one
for the planning of the new facility, one for the planning of the future use of the present
property, and one for the capital campaign. The Building Committee is developing
specifications, timelines, schematics and cost estimates for the new facilities. The
Capital Campaign Committee is spearheading planning and organization efforts that will
put in place the foundation for a major capital campaign. This campaign will seek the
partnership of the entire McDevitt Community in helping to fund the new high school.



The proposals from these three committees will be studied by the Board of Directors of
Bishop McDevitt High School.

The decision to build a new Bishop McDevitt High School was announced by
Bishop Kevin Rhoades on March 18, 2008. No firm date has yet been set for the
transition to the new campus.
